*Please read these instructions and follow them step by step. * 
 
STEP 1.  Bolt the plastic slide angles (REF. NO. 1) 
into the top holes in the pockets of the dock with 1/4” 
X 7/8” flat head machine screws and 1/4” keps locknuts 
(REF. NO. 6 & 7). 
STEP 2.  Place the sections together in the desired 
configuration and fasten thru the two end holes of the 
frame with 1/2” X 1 1/4” bolts, 7/16” washers, and 1/2” 
nuts (REF. NO. 2, 3, & 4 ).  Then locate the dock 
connector bracket (REF. NO. 5) and place on the two 
bottom holes on the outside framework and fasten with 
1/2” X 1 1/4” bolts, 7/16” washers, and 1/2” nuts 
(REF. NO. 2, 3, & 4).  Once the dock is in position in 
the lake, slide the posts into the pockets (if using an 
auger install the auger to the post at this time) and 
auger or drive the posts into the lake bottom.  The posts 
must be in the lake bottom far enough that the dock is 
secure.

If adding one more L-section to above layouts, you will need two more floats on the additional 8’ 
section.  If adding two more L-sections to make a 20’ L repeat the 8’ section layout as shown. 
 

GENERAL GUIDELINES 
• 3 floats per 4’ X 16’ section on walkway 
• 2 floats per 4’ X 8’ section on walkway 
• The L or T end of your dock should be 12 feet or wider for stability 
• If the dock is going to be exposed to wave action a hinge should be used every 32’ maximum. 
• Use a 4’ X 8’ stabilizer section at approximately the midway point on docks over 64 feet as shown 

on next page. 
• 2” pipe (2 3/8” O.D.) may be used if one slide angle is removed from the pocket.
